Clover weaves a suspenseful tale of love, honor and revenge. A Places Ensemble Theatre world premiere inspired by the folk song The Long Black Veil.  Clover has been described as “Harold Pinter’s The Birthday Party adapted by Martin McDonagh.” Clover is set in Dublin, Ireland in 1940, and is loosely based on the folksong, The Long Black Veil.  Clover will be presented at the First Unitarian Church of Philadelphia.  First Unitarian is located at 2125 Chestnut Street, Philadelphia, PA 19103.  Dates and times of performances are:  Saturday, September 12 at 3pm and 6pm.  Sunday, September 13 at 5pm and 8pm.  Tuesday, September 15 and Thursday, September 17 at 7pm.  Wednesday, September 16 at 8pm.  And Friday, September 18 at 7pm and 10pm.
In the folksong, The Long Black Veil, a man chooses to remain silent when asked for an alibi, and consequently, dies for a crime he did not commit.  Clover answers the questions that The Long Black Veil leaves a mystery.  Time jumps back and forth as Mick is interrogated by his friend, Dylan.  Dylan’s brother, Fergus, was recently murdered while closing his bar, The Fog’s Breath.  If it wasn’t Mick, then who was it?  And, whom is Mick’s silence protecting?  Clover asks the question:  Do we have the right to choose our own penance – even if it is for a crime we did not commit?  

Clover will be directed by Christopher M. Bohan.  Cast includes:  Kristie J. Lang (as Elizabeth), Damon Bonetti (as Dylan), Mark Robson (as Sean), Adam Rzepka (as Mick), and Jeff Luttermoser (as Fergus).  Stage Manager/Set/Light Designer – Joe Garwood.
